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Lunch club policy

Pepperpot regards snack and meal times as an important part of the session.  Eating represents a social time for children and adults and helps children to learn about healthy eating.

Aim

We aim to encourage children to enjoy eating together, helping them to learn table manners and social skills.

Method

In order to achieve this aim, we operate the following procedure:

· We run a Lunch Club on Tuesdays and Fridays from 11.45am until 1pm.

· Pre-booked places cost £4 per child.  Ad hoc places cost £6 and can be booked with 24 hours notice.  The extra cost is to ensure we have adequate staff available.

· We request that parents/carers provide a nutritious (cold) lunch, if possible avoiding nuts and sweets.

· Drinks are provided by Pepperpot.

· We show parents where the children’s lunches are stored and ask that ice blocks are put in the lunchboxes in very hot weather.
